MON. AUG. 25 DEPART THE UNITED STATES

Depart your hometown and take an overnight flight across the Atlantic. Enjoy in-flight entertainment and meal
service as you travel to start your vacation.

TUES. AUG. 26 DUBLIN ARRIVAL

After landing at Dublin Airport, complete customs and immigration formalities. Your CIE Tours driver/guide will
welcome you to Ireland and escort you and your luggage to the coach. Next, head to the Whitefriar Carmelite
Church to celebrate Mass with your fellow travelers. While here, view the stunning Shrine of Our Lady of Dublin,
a wood sculpture dating back to the 16™ century. Then, continue on to visit the National Botanic Gardens of Ire-
land. Founded in 1795, the gardens contain wonderful Victorian glasshouses along with plants and trees from all
over the world. Motor a short distance to your hotel, check in and settle into your room. In the evening, join your
group for a welcome dinner in the hotel restaurant.

DINNER & OVERNIGHT: ASHLING HOTEL, DUBLIN
WED. AUG. 27 GUINNESS STOREHOUSE

Today, head to St. Mary’s Pro Cathedral to celebrate Mass with your group. Next, visit the nearby Legion of Mary
to learn about the life and work of founder, Frank Duff. Then, continue on to visit Kilmainharn Gaol (not con-
firmed until within 30 days of departure) to see what punishment was like during its years of operation from 1796
to 1924. Learn about political prisoners, especially from the 1916 Rising, detained here because of their efforts to
shape Ireland’s history. Next, tour Guinness Storehouse to see exhibits on how this world-famous stout was first
created and why it is so popular today. Finish your visit in the roof-top bar, where you can sample a draft of Guin-
ness. Head back to your hotel in time to join your fellow travelers in the hotel restaurant for dinner.

DINNER & OVERNIGHT: ASHLING HOTEL, DUBLIN
THU. AUG. 28 ST. PATRICK’S CATHEDRAL

After breakfast, tour St. Patrick’s Cathedral, which is almost as old as the city itself and famous for its connections
with the brilliantly eccentric Dean Jonathan Swift. Next, journey into County Wicklow to visit the 6™ century mo-
nastic ruins of Glendalough. The visitor centre explains how St. Kevin founded this settlement at a time when
Christianity was burgeoning throughout Ireland. While here, celebrate Mass with your fellow travelers. Then,
drive into Kilkenny to visit Kilkenny Castle, home of the Butlers, Earls and Dukes of Ormonde. The castle estate
boasts both formal and informal gardens, which overlooks the Nore River. Motor a short distance to your hotel,
check in and enjoy some time at leisure before dining in the hotel restaurant with your group.

DINNER & OVERNIGHT: ORMONDE HOTEL, KILKENNY
FRI. AUG. 29 COBH HERITAGE CENTRE

Leaving Kilkenny, travel into County Tipperary for photos of the Rock of Cashel. These majestic church ruins are
clustered high on a limestone outcrop overlooking the surrounding countryside. Next, drive into Cobh to visit the
Cobh Heritage Center, which depicts the varied history of emigration from Ireland and many European countries
to the United States over the past 150 years. Cobh was the last port of call for the “Titanic” and many liners that
carried emigrants to the New World. After, journey into Blarney, where you can climb the battlements of Blarney
Castle and kiss the famous “Stone of Eloquence.” Continue into Killarney, check into your hotel and settle into
your room. Tonight, meet your group in the hotel restaurant for a delicious meal.
